MANIFESTING THE SPIRIT 
 The Christmas season closes 
this Sunday with the Baptism of the 
Lord. This feast is a sister to last 
weekôs feast of the Epiphany. Each of 
them celebrates an ñepiphany,ò or a 
manifestation of the Spirit of God in 
Jesusðfirst in his birth, and now at his 
baptism.  
 The divine Spirit is manifested in 
all of the scriptures for this feast. 
Psalm 104 highlights the Spirit of God 
creating and renewing the earth, while 
the reading from Isaiah describes God 
restoring Israel. In Lukeôs account of 
the baptism of the Lord the Holy Spirit 
descends upon Jesus. And the letter 
from Titus reminds us that the Holy 
Spirit was ñrichly poured outò on us 
also, through the ñbath of re-
birthò (Titus 3:5, 6). © Copyright, J. S. Paluch Co.

SAINT HILARY (c. 315 -367) 
January 13  

 Born in Poitiers, France, whose popu-
lace would later elect him bishop, Hilary, 
married and a father, was converted from 
paganism to Christianity through his reading 
of scripture. The focus of his prayerful study 
was the Prologue to the Gospel according 
to John, which portrays Jesus as the divine 
Logos, eternally begotten of the Father. As 
a result, Hilary became in the words of the 
biblical scholar Jerome, ñthe Latin Trumpet 
against the Arians,ò heretics who believed 
Jesus to be merely human, not divine. In 
defense of Christôs divinity, Hilary was not 
only eloquent in debate but utterly fearless 
in the face of relentless persecution and 
even exile. Thus by the witness of his own 
discipleship, Hilary taught that faith in Jesus 
as the divine Son of God has conse-
quences. Reflecting on Jesusô challenge to 
his disciples, ñYou are the salt of the 
earthò (Matthew 5:13), Hilary notes that, as 
salt both preserves from corruption and 
adds savor to food, so must the faithful dis-
ciple bear a witness that, by word and ex-
ample, leads others to immortality and virtu-

APOSTLES  
OF THE GOOD NEWS  

 The baptism of Jesus by his cousin, 
John, may seem odd to us. Here are all the 
people lining up who have responded to 
Johnôs call to repent and be baptized and 
who are then urged by him to go and live 
good lives. Here also is Jesus, quietly wait-
ing his turn, and we wonder: Why does the 
Savior of the world need baptism? This, as 
we might expect, is not to be a simple bap-
tism of water. As John the Baptist had fore-
told, the heavens open and power pours 
down upon Jesus from the Holy Spirit. He is 
revealed as the Beloved Son, the one Saint 
Paul later described as the one ñwho gave 
himself for us to deliver us from all lawless-
ness and to cleanse for himself a people as 
his own, eager to do what is goodò (Titus 
2:14). After he was raised from the dead 
and before his ascension into heaven, Je-
sus appeared to his disciples, or followers. 
He reminded them that John had baptized 
with water, but that they ñin a few days . . . 
will be baptized with the Holy Spiritò (Acts 
1:5). At Pentecost the power of the Holy 
Spirit fills his followers. They become his 
apostles, the ones sent forth, and begin to 
take the Good News of the Savior out into 
the worldðhealing, forgiving, binding up 
wounds, teaching, and preachingðall in his 
name. We too are disciples, always learning 
more about our Lord and Savior Jesus 
Christ, but we are also his apostles in the 
world today. In the words of the great Saint 
Teresa of Ávila: 
 

Christ has no body now but yours, 
no hands, no feet on earth but yours, 
yours are the eyes with which he looks 
compassion on this world, yours are the 
feet with which he walks to do good, 
yours are the hands with which he blesses 
all the world.
